What are your party’s plans to support and grow the creative economy in British Columbia?

The best way to build a creative economy is to support artists. That’s why a John Horgan BC NDP
government will double funding for the BC Arts Council over our first term, and increase support
for Creative BC.

We will also encourage film producers to use BC based writers, including in their development
work, by expanding BC’s film and television labour tax credit. And we will ensure BC’s domestic film
and TV industry to gets their fair share of federal investments from Telefilm, and other federal
government programs.
